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To know the answer to the question in the title, I think it's necessary to  know about Halloween, its origin and relation to  paganism and christianity.

The oldest register about a celebration similar or related to what we know as Halloween is about a Celtic festival named “Samhain”(a Gaelic word pronounced “SAH-win”), that celebrated the change of season from autumn to winter.  Something that is important to notice is that, Celtics did not register  about themselves and what they did, so all the festivals, customs and traditions of Celtics are taken from folklore, which means that all the information about celtics, are stories that were passed generation to generation and mouth from mouth, so we can’t  be exactly sure how celtics tradition and festivals were accurately celebrated and that includes “Samhain”, with this in mind there could be information about how “Samhain” was celebrated that is potentially fake or not very reliable.


For what has been studied this Celtic festival was celebrated on November 1st (this will be important later on the text) apart of what has been said that was the meaning of this festival, Celtics also thought that in this day the barrier between live and dead thinned, so it was thought that spirits roam freely on this day of the year. To deal with spirits, Celtics had various rituals and traditions to manage this situation, the rituals and traditions were: 

Lighting bonfires, this tradition was quite important because it was the main protection Celtics thought they had against spirits and ghosts. First, they would light this big bonfire, then ceremonial participants would disguised themselves as animals, with their heads and skins, so they wouldn't get recognized by spirits while doing the ritual; the ritual consisted in sacrifices,( It's not clear what kind of sacrifices were made, but humans were probably involved), after the sacrifices, the bonfire was now a source of protection against spirits, because the big bonfire was the source of protection people would grab parts of the bonfire with its flames, so they could make their own bonfires with the flames of the blessed bonfire.

The bonfire tradition was the main tradition they made for protection, but they had other rituals, like carving jack o lanterns, the only difference there were carved out of radishes and turnips and not pumpkins, the origin of  jack o lanterns was probably a legend Celtics had, but is not clear, as the legend we actually know for the origin of jack o lanterns is a mix of a Irish legend with some unknown changes made by christians. And why are the christians involved in a  pagan tradition?.
For the ones who don't know, paganism is every other spiritual practice different from Christianity, Islam and Judaisim.

So why will Christians would be involved in a pagan ritual ( Because Celtics were pagans ) to understand why they are involved, first we have to know what celebration Christians had on  November 1st.

 When Pope Boniface IV built the pantheon to the saints in Rome, he declared May 13  as the “All Saints Day”(this was only celebrated in Rome), a century later, Pope Gregory III changed the “All Saints Day” to November 1st when he dedicated a chapel in St. Peter Basilica, finally another century later, Pope Gregory IV added the “All Saints Day” to the universal christian calendar, extending the celebration from Rome to the other churches.

The “All Saints Day” was a three days celebration, “All Saints Day” on November 1st,
“All Hallows eve” on October 31, (Later abbreviated as HALLOWEEN 🤯🤯🤯REFERENCE!!!!!) and finally “ All Souls Day” on November 2.

 When christians began expanding its religion to other parts of Europe they naturally reach the parts that were influenced by Celtic culture ( Ireland, Scotland, Britany, and Wales), as expected christians had to mix their traditions with the already established Celtics ones, and one those was “Samhain” that was on November 1st, but this was a problem because it clashed with one important day the “All Saints Day” that was celebrated on the same day, the solution Christians find out was to push this celebration to the evening of the day before, the same day “All Hallow Eve” was celebrated, so “Samhain” and “ All Hallow Eve”  had to be mixed up and celebrated on the same day, Traditions and customs were mixed in weird ways, because christians didn't like to much the pagan part of the festivity, so they changed some things about the tradition, but its not completely clear what they change because christians denied changing  it, by saying there is not historical proofs, only rumors. The point is that the festival changed to a somewhat more similar “Actual Halloween”. It was only until the 19 century that a lot of Irish started migrating to the US, and with them they brought their traditions, including “All Hallow Eve” or (Halloween).With time, Americans started taking part in  this tradition, until in the 20th century, when halloween skyrocket in popularity which transformed this spiritual and serious festivity to a more fun and marketable tradition.


Now that we know the origins of halloween and how it is related to paganism and christianity. How is Halloween different from other dead related festivities, like “The day of the Dead”?.

While other dead related festivities like: “Day of the Deads”( Dia de los muertos” celebrated in Mexico ), “Obon Festival” ( Celebrated in Japan ), “Chuseok” ( Celebrated in North and South Korea) and many others, have something in common that “Halloween” does not have even in its origins, (when the meaning of Halloween wasn’t  so diluted in marketing and parties), is that halloween is more about fearing  the deads and backing them off, that they are not welcome here with the live ones,and that is a huge contrast with the other festivities mentioned before, because in all of them in some sort of another their main purpose is to honor the deads and give thanks for the actions while there were alive and the place they took as a family.

Another thing that contrasts with Halloween is that halloween centers around all kinds of spirits and ghosts, while all the other festivities center around the family dead members, maybe that's why halloween centers around backing them off because it is about evil spirits and not loved ones that are no longer here.





Back to the initial question of the text “ Halloween should be celebrated in Mexico?”,we should know why some Mexicans do not want to celebrate Halloween”.

We need to know that some Mexicans thinks that the introduction of “Halloween” could  overlap “Day of the Deads” so it should not be celebrated, the reason they think it would overlap “Day of the Dead” is because the massive commercialization of “Halloween” and the massive marketing would end on hurting this special day to Mexicans because the spiritual part of “Day of the Deads”would be overlapped for excessive shopping.

Others think that the introduction of “Halloween” in Mexico without fully understanding the meaning behind “Halloween” (If there's any nowadays) is disrespectful and we shouldn’t celebrate it for that reason.

And the other and most common reason is that “Halloween” is mostly seen as a Diabolical festivity, and if you celebrate it,  you praise the Devil and likely go to hell,but that reasoning should not be valid because the roots of modern “Halloween” have a lot of Christian intervention, so it should not be considered a Diabolical celebration,while it’s true it has pagan roots to, they are too far away of what we actually now as “Halloween” and has more resemblance to the modify Christian version.



In the end, “Halloween” does not have the meaning it used to have, so it's not really a problem to celebrate it with the fear of not respecting it, In various part of Mexico ( Mostly big cities), “Halloween” is already celebrated and marketing has not ruined “Day of the Deads” so it's nothing to worry about, even some Mexicans mix a little bit of this two festivities together. 

Finally the worry of being sent to hell is not justifiable because of these strong Christians roots that are part of the history of “Halloween”.

The final answer to the question in the title is that is really does not matter if its celebrated or not, because nowadays “Halloween” is just a big party and not very important because it is mostly focused on shopping and being a big event to spend money on so it would depend on each one to celebrated it ,but if you expected a more concise answer, Yes “Halloween” should be celebrated in Mexico because it doesn't hurt anyone and doesn't have an actual meaning nowadays that isn't, marketing and spooky things + is not Satanic, you could say it's Christian, and does not interfere with “Day of the Deads” because they are not so  similar (apart from the dead thing)  and  are not celebrated in the same day ( The main event ).
